CHANGES IN THE OPERATION OF D3 LEAGUE SPRING 2012 
IYSA is striving to offer a better product in D3 Leagues.  Since the unanimous vote on December 6, 2011 to take over the operation of the league we have been reviewing options both in the short and long term.  For the spring of 2012 we see no rule changes but some deadlines for entry and acceptance into the league will be introduced.  Also we will be reviewing where to place every team to enhance their playing experience.  Listed below are our initial plans.
1.  Applications to enter the league: January 23rd 
2. Deadline to submit their preliminary roster: February 2nd 
3. Beginning of scheduling process:  February 6th 
4. League schedule published: February 17th 
5. League Begins March 3rd 
6. League Ends May 12th 
Teams that have not sent in their roster by the published deadline will not be included in the scheduling process.

Teams whose roster does not comply with league policies will not be included in the scheduling process.

Brackets: 

The brackets will be limited by size where possible.  The ideal number is 8 but under normal circumstances the maximum will be 10 teams.  

Competitively registered teams will play against each other.

Under normal circumstances teams that are registered “Recreation” will play against each other. 
In some cases in the “Recreation” divisions 2 age groups will be bracketed together, i.e. U11 & U12, U13 & U14., etc.
Placement:
Consideration will be given based on previous season(s) record.

Requests for “Competitive” teams to play up an age will be considered.  Teams wishing to be considered in this category must apply in writing at the time of applying to the league.
