Club Pass Rule –Fall 2010
Definitions :

Actual age = the age of the player as defined by the IYSA age chart

Rostered age or registered age = the age group of the player’s primary rostered team as listed on their player card
· The club pass may only be used for players from your own club.

· U10 - U12:  A maximum of 3 players may be added to any individual game roster except by previous consent of the opposing coach and noted on the match rosters.
· U13-U18:   A maximum of 4 players may be added to any individual game roster except by previous consent of the opposing coach and noted on the match rosters.

· Players may not play down from their rostered age group.

· Players may not play down from Division 1 to 2 or 3  

· Players may not play down from 2 to 3

· Players may not play down from their league placement age group. i.e. a U14 player whose U14 team is in the U15 league  may not club pass play for any U14 team in the U14 division. 

· Players may move laterally in all divisions. 

· U11 and U12 are considered “developmental” and therefore players may move freely between the brackets.
· At no time may the inclusion of club pass players exceed the total number of rostered players allowed for that specific age group.

· Players may not play up more than 2 age groups from their actual age.
· The President and/or Club Director of Coaching are responsible for overseeing the use and compliance of the club pass.

· A player’s first obligation is to their rostered team for the current seasonal year.
