An experience that allows you to 
live the emotions of AC Milan's 115 years of history, a unique mix of 
success, shadows and lights from the past blended with the present 
of a modern multimedia-oriented club. From the Hall of Fame to 
the Ballon d'Or Winners Room, from the Trophies Room with the 
most important cups won by AC Milan until today to the 
holographic theatre: memories and testimonies merge with the 
things that have made up the club’s history into a climax of 
emotions 

Or transfer to Milan San Siro Stadium.  
 
A local bilingual tour guide will show you the green 
field, the official changing rooms of FC Inter and AC 
Milan, the sponsors corner and much more. During the 
visit will have the opportunity to take nice photos. 
 

 
 



 
 
 

 

San Siro Stadium & the Museum: Created by Onorato Arisi, who 
placed all his memorabilia from his private collection into the 
Museum. He is the artistic director of the Museum and of the 
connected initiatives. Histories of FC Inter and AC Milan are 
represented by a great number of unique memorabilia as historical 
uniforms from Rivera to Mazzola, from Pelè to Maradona, Zidane and 
Crujiff, cups and trophies, balls and shoes, everything is part of the 

soccer legend all over the world and in particular in the heart of fans.

fruit. The fame of Il Poggio’s wines has been testified since 845 when it 
was acclaimed in the archiepiscopal archives of Lucca. At that time the 
estate belonged to the ancient farm of “San Piero in Campo”. Today 
the farm, owned by lord Gualtiero Rossi, has been completely 
renewed and production of the wine and olive-oil is now open to 
visitors with traditional Tuscan hospitality – Guests coming from all 
over the world are welcomed by ancient and delicious Tuscan recipes 
in a space-less and time-less atmosphere. 

 

DAY  7 – 21st March 2024 
Coverciano pro training or ACF Fiorentina 
Experience / Florence / Match #3 
 
After breakfast, transfer to Florence. 
 
Possibility to train in Coverciano, Italian Soccer National 
Centre, with Italian best coaches (ALWAYS SUBJECT TO 
AVAILABILITY). 
 

 
 
Coverciano – created and wanted by 2 important Florence people, 
Luigi Ridolfi and Dante Berretti, who wanted to create one sole point 
to join all the numerous activities of the Italian Soccer, from the 
technical and sport point of view. It was officially opened in 1958, on 
November the 6th Coverciano is equipped also with a swimming pool 
and a gym.  
 
After the training you will have the opportunity to visit 
the Coverciano Museum with all the cups and trophies! 
 

 
 
Or experience the most renowned Tuscan Soccer Team, 
ACF Fiorentina and their pro staff and training centre. 
 
 

 
 
Later transfer to Florence, lunch on your own and free 
time to enjoy all the beauties of the city centre. Take 
pictures!

Cinque Terre the Cinque Terre are one of the most uncontaminated 
areas in the Mediterranean Sea. Five miles of rocky coast among two 
promontories, thousands of kilometres of dry-laid stone walls, five 
small towns castled up on stone spurs in minuscule creeks. For their 
history and their position, the Cinque Terre have not suffered a 
massive expansion. The vineyards, typical of this area, have 
contributed to create a unique landscape with dry-laid stone walls, 
winding paths, enchanting beaches between cliffs and clear waters.
